Lesson Plans for 11th Grade Advisory SAT/ACT Prep
Lesson 1: Intro to SAT Prep

Materials- laptop w/projector

View “What is SAT?” w/whole class and discuss why they should prepare for and take the SAT.

Lesson 2: Students register and access My College Quick Start  (classes with limited computers can share, process is very brief) Everything offered is free if student took the PSAT.  View My Online Score   report and review missed questions and correct answers.  
Lesson 3: Study Plan- using the PSAT results, students will create a personalized study plan and then write a reflection on how they plan to implement the plan throughout the year leading up to the SAT in March.

Lesson 4: My Personality- Students will take a personality test that helps them learn about possible careers and majors that fit their strengths and interests.

Lesson 5: My Major & Career Matches- Extensive information about majors and careers.  Students will create a KWL chart after reviewing the info.

Lesson 6: SAT Practice Test- Discuss and Plan

Students will take the SAT practice test outside of class (students who do not have home computer access can make arrangements to take the test on campus before and after school; it does not have to be taken in one sitting) Students will produce an advisory artifact and reflection based on results for the Self Directed Learner section of the portfolio.
